Have you ever heard of a prophet? A 
prophet is someone who speaks for 
God and gives his message to others. 
Do you know about any prophets 
from the Bible? In the Old Testament, 
God chose people to share his 
message with those around them.   

God spoke directly through the 
prophets to announce the coming 
of the Messiah. Isaiah and Micah 
are two prophets we read about 
in the Old Testament. God told 
these men that he was sending a 
Messiah to be their ruler. Because 
these were prophecies from 
God, they were all fulfilled. God 
always keeps his promises.

Old Testament prophets told about 
the birth of a Messiah years before 
it happened. Isaiah prophesied that 
a child would be born to a virgin. 
Micah prophesied that the Messiah 
would be born in Bethlehem.

Isaiah also prophesied what Jesus’ 
name would be. In Matthew 1:23 
the prophecy is repeated. The 
special name they would call 
Jesus means “God with us.”
